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	 It is with great honor and humility that I begin my 
term as president of Tzedek v’Shalom—honor because 
I get to be able to serve our community in the greatest 
capacity I can; and humility because I’ll be following 
the enormous contributions of our past co-presidents, 
Ruth Jampol, Noa Kuzma, and Wendy Friedman. After 
all, as a congregation we managed to thrive and main-
tain our membership while many other congregations 
struggled to stay aÿoat. I think thatõs a testament to our 
co-presidents, our passionate volunteers, and our rabbi.
	 Looking to the coming year, I can see three areas 
that I believe will be cornerstones for Tzedek v’Shalom 
as we move forward:

• Bringing renewed relevance to the name Tze-
dek v’Shalom through a strong commitment to 
Tikkun Olam—repairing the world, 

• Continuing the solid partnership between the 
board and Rabbi Anna, working together to 
fulþll a common vision, 

• Building on our already strong volunteer cul-

ture to achieve great things in our congregation 
and surrounding community.

	 We’ve also heard from many of our congregants 
through our survey, which was handed out at the 
Congregational Meeting, and we’ll be following up 
with phone calls as well. So far, we’ve heard loud and 
clear the call for more social action, more music-related 
activities and events, and more intergenerational activi-
ties. We’ve also received a wealth of wonderful ideas. 
	 To review all these items, we now have a market-
ing/membership cross-functional team, co-led by Bob 
Abrahamson and Linda Gold, and we have an upcom-
ing board retreat in August, where the new board will 
work together to explore all the possibilities and plan 
the new year. 
	 As some of you know, my background is in re-
search, writing, and training for organizational lead-
ership and management. And yet I’m acutely aware 
that the needs of a spiritual organization are unique as 
compared to a corporation. The language is different as

well. But some things are not so different. Both need a 
core set of values and a compelling mission. And both 
need to grow in order to remain solvent and self-sus-
taining. 
	 In South Africa, they have a concept called Ubuntu, 
which focuses on connectedness to a community. 
Whether you’re a business or a spiritual organization, 
the same concept applies there. The focus is always on 
prospering so that you can help the community. As Nel-
son Mandela said, “Ubuntu does not mean that people 
should not enrich themselves. The question therefore 
is: Are you going to do so in order to enable the com-
munity around you to improve?” And so, growth and 
social action go hand in hand.
	 I believe that by passionately focusing on Tikkun 
Olam and the community around us—both within our 
congregation and external to it—we will grow as a con-
gregation, and as individuals. And the more we grow, 
the more we’ll have to offer. For my part, I will look 
forward to working with Rabbi Anna and the board 
to fulþll this visionñwhich I believe is consistent 
with the founders of Tzedek v’Shalom—as well as the 
challenge and joy that comes with helping to make a 
difference.
